The governing language of this
legal document shall be Japanese.
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This Release and Waiver Agreement (‘the Release"”) is intended to be binding on all individuals and
organizations ("Volunteers") who participate in volunteer activities ("Activities”) conducted by Habitat for
Humanity Japan ("Habitat Japan"), a non-profit organization. In participating in Activities, the Volunteers shall
understand and agree to indemnify Habitat Japan, its partner organizations that host Volunteers, and their
respective board members, employees, volunteers, donors and agents (collectively, the “Released Parties”)
from and against any liability arising out of or in any way connected with such activities, unless such liability is
intentional or grossly negligent or cannot be waived under applicable laws and regulations.
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The Volunteers shall desire to work as a volunteer for one or more of the Released Parties without compensation
and engage in the activities related to being a volunteer. The Volunteers shall understand that their Activities
may include but are not limited to the following: working at Habitat Japan offices and work sites; traveling to and
from work sites, towns or cities; loading and unloading materials; constructing, repairing and rehabilitating
residential buildings; and other construction, repair, rehabilitation-related activities; other construction-related
activities; and other volunteer activities (“Activities”).
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The Volunteers shall understand that their Activities may include work that may be hazardous to them, including,
but not limited to, exposure to lead, asbestos and mold, which may cause or worsen certain illnesses, especially
if they do not wear protective equipment, am exposed for extended periods of time, or have a pre-existing
immune system deficiency.
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The Volunteers shall also understand there is some inherent risk in consuming local foods and living in local
accommodations in the city(ies) visited. The Volunteers shall further understand they may be traveling to and
from locations where there is an unpredictable risk such as natural disasters that could threaten their health or
safety.
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The Volunteers shall acknowledge and understand that participation in the Activities may involve certain risks,
including, but not limited to, personal injury(ies), bodily injury, illness, permanent disability, property damage,
loss and/or death (“Risks”). These Risks include, but are not limited to, exposure to and/or infection with viruses
and/or bacterial infection even in ideal conditions, and despite any and all reasonable efforts made to mitigate
such Risks.
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Release and Waiver: In consideration of and in order to be allowed to participate in the Activities, the Volunteers
shall release and forever discharge and hold harmless the Released Parties and their successors and assigns
from any and all liability, claims, demands, costs and damages of any kind, whether arising from tort, contract
or otherwise, which the Volunteers or their heirs, assigns, next of kin or legal representatives may have or which
may hereinafter accrue, arise from, or are in any way related to any and all Activities in which they engage form
time to time with any of the Released Parties, including but not limited to Risks, whether caused wholly or in
part by the simple negligence, fault or other misconduct of any of the Released Parties or of other volunteers,
other than their intentional or grossly negligent conduct and other conduct that cannot be released under
applicable law.
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The Volunteers shall understand and acknowledge that the Risks associated with the Activities. The Volunteers
shall also understand that the Released Parties do not assume any responsibility for or obligation to provide
financial assistance or other assistance, including but not limited to medical, health or disability insurance in the
event of injury, illness, death or property damage. Regarding any illness or virus, the Volunteers shall
understand that even if they follow all guidelines for the prevention and handling of any illness, there is still a
risk that the Volunteers could contract such virus or illness.
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Photographic/Recording Release: The Volunteers shall grant and convey unto the Released Parties all right,

title and interest in any and all photographs and video/audio/electronic recordings of them, including as to their
name, image and voice, made by or on behalf of any of the Released Parties during their Activities with the
Released Parties, including, but not limited to, the right to use such materials for any purpose, including
fundraising, and to any royalties, proceeds or other benefits derived from them. The Volunteers shall understand
that they will not have any ownership interest in or to such photographs, images and/or recordings, they have
not been provided or promised any compensation to them, and they hereby waive any rights, privileges or claims
based on any right of publicity, privacy, ownership or any other rights arising, relating to or resulting from the
photographs, images and/or recordings.
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Finally, the Volunteers shall confirm that they are 18 years of age or older, and understand and agree to the
contents of the Release before participating in volunteer activities.
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The Release may be revised from time to time for the purpose of improving volunteer activities. Revisions will
be posted on the Habitat Japan website and will be effective at the time they are posted.

The governing language of this
legal document shall be Japanese.
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The patrticipants (“Volunteers”), who participate in volunteer activities (“Activities") of Habitat for Humanity Japan
("Habitat Japan") and its partner organizations (“the Partners”) hosting the Activities, solemnly swear that to the
best of their ability and judgment, keep and fulfill the following oath upon participating in the Activities.
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The Volunteers shall fully understand the safety standards of the Activities and will follow all the instructions
and guidance from Habitat Japan as well as the Partners throughout the Activities.
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As a participant in the Activities, the Volunteers will comply with Habitat Japan’s Safeguarding and Code
of Conduct, behave appropriately and reasonably in a group activity, and refrain from engaging in any acts
that may cause trouble to Habitat Japan, the Partners and/or other parties involved in the Activities.
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The Volunteers shall fully understand the requirements for participation in the Activities and attest that they
fulfill them. The Volunteers will report, prior to their participation, to Habitat Japan all relevant matters that
might affect the Activities (e.g. chronic disease, allergy, physical disability and/or trauma, mental disorder,
medication, etc.) through the volunteer registration form.
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The Volunteers shall understand that Habitat Japan places the highest priority on the safety of the
participants during the Activities and makes every possible effort to ensure the safety of the participants.
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Should an unexpected situation occur, the Volunteers will fully cooperate with Habitat Japan as well as the
Partners based on their relationship of mutual trust.
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The Volunteers shall fully understand the insurance coverage obtained by Habitat Japan for the Activities.
The Volunteers shall also understand that if each of the Volunteers finds the insurance coverage insufficient,
he or she is expected and encouraged to obtain his or her own health, medical, travel, disability or other
insurance coverage.
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The Volunteers will inform Habitat Japan of their emergency contact information prior to the Activities so
that Habitat Japan can make a necessary contact in case of emergency.
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The Volunteers shall understand that their personal information provided through the volunteer registration
form and the health information are properly managed by Habitat Japan in accordance with the Act on the
Protection of Personal Information. In addition, the Volunteers will authorize Habitat Japan to release their
personal information to the relevant government authorities upon their lawful request in case of emergency
such as measures to control infectious diseases.
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The Volunteers will not disclose or release any personal information on the beneficiaries, other Volunteers,
and/or any other people they may encounter in the Activities to anyone during and after the Activities. In
addition, the Volunteers will not take any photographs or videos during the Activities without prior
permission from Habitat Japan.
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The Volunteers will not engage in any religious, political or commercial activities during the Activities.
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The Volunteers shall warrant that, other than a minor offence under road traffic legislation or for which
anon-custodial penalty was imposed, the Volunteers have not been convicted of any criminal offence in
any jurisdiction. the Volunteers shall further warrant that the Volunteers have not been convicted of a
criminal offence which is sexual in nature; or that is against or involving a child, minor, mentally
incapacitated person or other vulnerable person within the meaning of any legislation, rule, regulation,
statutory guidance or under common law, in any jurisdiction. The Volunteers agree to provide such
documentation and to undergo such further background checks to confirm this fact as may be required by
Habitat Japan in any jurisdiction in which the Volunteers have resided or spent a significant amount of time,
provided it is possible to obtain such documentation or conduct such checks in the relevant jurisdiction.
Nothing in this clause is intended to reduce or extinguish the right not to disclose such information in
accordance with applicable local law.
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The Release may be revised from time to time for the purpose of improving volunteer activities. Revisions will

be posted on the Habitat Japan website and will be effective at the time they are posted.
